Recipi-
ents of this Award are those who 
demonstrate, provide and support 
patient and family centered care in 
some or all of these ways:  Respect, 
Collaboration, Professional Excel-
lence, Community Involvement, 
and Compassion.
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If you were to visit Steere House and pass by Activities on a day when Pat is working, you couldn’t help but 
notice the whirling dervish of energy that is Pat Michaud.
